“Education, in the true sense, 1s the
understanding of oneself, for it is within each one of
us, that the whole of existance is gathered.”
(J. Krishnamurti-Education and the Significance of
Life)

Krishnamurti talks about the Philosophy of
life, the purpose of life but he does not propose any
theory nor advocate any creed or school of thought.

‘ All that he says is that one should try to understand
the truth about ‘self’ or ‘the me” in relation to oneself
‘ and in that process how one can realise what self is
and how one can be free from “Self”.
& According to Krishnamurti, what is most
| significant for us is to know ourselves. To know
ourselves is not to know any unchanging,
immortal and conscious soul substance. It is to know
what we are from moment to moment. That is, we
should know what we experience, feel, think or do at
different moments. For this we should be alert and
attentive. So, the first prerequisite for self knowledge
is alertness and attention. The more vigilant we are,
| the more we can know ourselves. To know ourselves
fully, we must be constantly watchful.

Philosophy of krishnamurti indicates that
solution of all the problems is centered into self
knowledge. Instead of making soul, god,
emancipation, hell and heaven, etc., the prominent
objective of his philosophy is to directly look into
human problems. According to him “Atma”,
«“Parmatma” and “Moksha” etc. are not the real
problem of human being. The real problems of

human beings are their ignorance, poverty,
violence, fear, death, war, sorrow and
insensitivity towards others. This is the reason why

Krishnamurti has made these problems the basic
subject of his teachings. He is deeply concerned with

the human problems all over the world and found that
the basis of all these problems is related to human
conlslcilousness. Unless th
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human consciousness, solution , of problems
cannot be found with any kind of readymade
formula whether it comes from political,
sociology, religious activity or from any spiritual
thought.

Krishnamurti’s educational philosophy is
not different from his complete teaching to
humanity. Krishnamurti is deeply concerned to
the transformation of human psyche and society.
To him “Teaching is the greatest profession of the
world”. A true teacher is unconditioned and
harbinger of truth in real sense. While talking to
the teachers, he always stressed on
“Unconditioning” of students and generate
‘natural intelligence’ of understanding. This is
possible when teacher himself is “‘unconditioned’
and is free from fear. Krishnamurti points out that
there are three great arts in education. They are {
Listening’, ‘Looking and Learning’. To him, any
readymade technique adopted to teach the child,
conditions the brain of teacher along with taught.
Teacher and taught must learn together. This
learning is possible by discipline. In real sense an
individual is a dynamic entity. For a dynamic
entity, no static principle can be effective forlong
run.

Right education is deeply concerned to the
awakening of intelligence in child. It will develop
the qualities of learning by self discipline. Along
with the clear vision of the objective knowledge,
one will also go through one’s own tendencies of
anger, hate, greed, ego, etc. Right education will
cultivate the quality of continous learning in the
life. Such learning is possible when the life is
lived moment to moment with insight and
intelligence. This insight an intelligence cannot
be created with the previous knowledge or stored
thoughts.

Right kind of education will create
freedom of behaviour in the teacher and taught
both. Such education will be free from creating
comparison and competition, which always
create contradiction and antagonism. Right

- education is concerned to awaken scientific mind

and religious heart. Such mind needs tremendous
sensitivity and pliability. The mind, which is more
and more meditative gives equal importance to
both the outer and inner. Along with the working
knowledge, it will be seriously concerned to the
right kind of living. Such living creates the insight
for right relationship based upon the spontancous
perception. By understanding the self, real

Sir/Madam,

There are a number of open Universites in the country offering vareious
degrees/diploma through the mode of non-formal education. The Open Universities have
been established in the country by an Act of Parliament or State Legislature in accordance
with the provisions contained in Section 2(f) of University Grants Commission Act, 1956.
These universities are, therefore, empowered to award degrees in terms of Section 22(i) of
the UGC Act, 1956.

A circular was earlier issued vide UGC letter N.F.I-8/92(CPP-) dated February,
1992 mentioning that the Certificate, Diplomas and Degrees awarded by Indira Gandhi
National Open University are to be treated equivalent to the corresponding awards of the
Universities in the country.

Attention is further invited to UGC circular No.F1-25/93(CPP-II) dated 28th July,
1993 (copy enclosed) for recognition of degrees and diplomas as well as transfer of credit
for courses successfully completed by students between the two types of Universities so
that the mobility of students from Open University stream to traditional Universites is
ensured without any difficulty.

The UGC has specified the nomenclature of degrees under Section 22(3) of the
UGC Act, 1956 to ensure mandatory requirements viz. minimum essential academic
inputs required for awarding such degrees. A copy of Gazette Notification regarding
specification of degrees issued vide No.1-52/97 (CE_P'EH) dated 31st January 2004 is
enclosed. The details are also given in UGC website: www.ugc.ac.in

May, I therefore request you to treat the Degrees/Diploma/Certificates awarded by
the Open Universites in conformity with the UGC notification on Specification of Degrees
as equivalent to the corresponding awards of the traditional Universities in the country.

The Standing Committee at its 237th meeting held at Utkal University and the 68th
Annual Session of the AIU and in December, 1993 at the University of Delhi have decided in
principle that the Degrees of the Open Universities be recognised in terms of the following
resolutions:

: “Resolved that the examinations of one university should be recognised by another
on a reciprocal basis, provided that the entrancequalification, duration of course and the

general standard of attainment are similar to those prescribed by the recognised university.”

“Further resolved that in case of Degrees awarded by Open Universities, the
conditions regarding entrance qualifications and duration of the course be relaxed provided
that the general standard of attainment are similar to those prescribed by the recognised
university.” .

The decision is brought to the notice of the Universities for favour of appropriate
action in the matter. The additional information, if required in this behalf, may kindly be
obtained from the Registrars of the Universities directly.

As you are aware, the Open Universities have been established in the country by an Act of Parliament or
State Legislature in accordance with the provisions contained in Section 2(f) of University Grants Commission
Act, 1956. These universities are, therefore, empowered to award degrees in terms of Section 22(1) of the UGC Act,
1956.

[t has been brought to the notice of the Comumission that the students who have done their
M.A. from open universities are debarred by universities from registration for Ph.D. studies. This is most unfair in
view of the importance attached to the Open University and distance learning in National Policy on Education,

, 1986. The Programme of Action -02 also aims at promoting the mobility of students among open universities and

among traditional universities. This can be made possible only when there is a workable understanding between
open universitics and traditional universities for recognition of each other's degrees on reciprocal basis. A
Memorandum of Understanding has already been signed between University of Pondicherry and Indira Gandhi
National Open University which provides for recognition of each other's degrees and diplomas as well as transfer of
credits for coures successfully completed by students between the two universities. The other universites may also
make similar arrangements so that the mobility of students from Open University stream to traditional universities
is ensured without any difficulty.
[ hope that your university will make necessary efforts in this direcition and let the Comumission know the prgress.
