(3ol UISISE Y SRAIHI LAl €9,
Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar

Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar popularly known as Babasaheb Ambedkar,
was an Indian jurist, economist, politician and social reformer who inspired
the Dalit Buddhist movement and campaigned against social discrimination
towards the untouchable (Dalits), while alos supporting the rights of women
and labour. He was independent India’s first law and justice minister, the
principal architect of the Constitution of India, and a founding father of
the Republic of India. In India and elsewhere, he was often called Babasahed,
meaning ‘respected father’ in Marathi and Hindi.

Raja Ram Mohan Roy

Raja Ram Mohan Roy was one of the founders of the Bhrahmo
Samaj, the precursor of the Brahmo Samaj, a socio- religious reform
movement in the Indian subcontinent. He was given the title of Raja by
Akbar II, the Mughal emperor. His influence was apparent in the field of
politics, public, administration, education and religion. He was known for
his efforts to abolish the practices of sati and child marriage. Raja Ram
Moan Roy is considered by many historians as the “Father of the Indian
Renaissance.

Swami Vivekanand

Swami Vivekanand was and Indian Hindu monk, a chief disciple
of the 19" century India mystic Ramakrishna. He was a key figure in the
introduction of the Indian Philosophies of Vedanta and Yoga to the Western
world and is credited with raising interfaith awareness, bringing Hinduism
to the status of a major world religion during the late 19" century. He
was a major force in the revival of Hinduism in India, and contributed
to the concept of nationalism in colonial India. Vivekananda founded the
Ramakrisna Mission. He was best known for his speech which began
with the words- “Sister and brothers of America..., in which the introduced
Hinduism at the Parliament of the World’s Religions in Chicago in 1893.
