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(i) A policy under which the government uses its
expenditure and revenue programme to produce desirable effects and
avoid undesirable effects on the national income, production and
employment.

(ii) We define Fiscal Policy to inclute and design to change
the price level. Composition or timing of government expenditure
or to vary the burten, structure of frequency of the tax payment.

(iii) Changes in taxes and expenditure which aim of
short run goals of full employment, price level and stability.

(iv) Fiscal policy should mean the policy
which concerns itself with aggregate effects of government expenditure
and taxation on income, production and employment.
